Copy config.ini, TCP Simulator, rawtr040110.sdd, and rawtr040510.sdd to any folder, you might just want to name it POS Simulator.
Copy Transearch_Data_Output.ini to C:\Storekeeper\INI

In NUUO Main Console under Metadata please create up to 9 Registers (max is 48 but demo data only has 9 registers).
We recommend using IP Adrress of 127.0.0.1 (Storekeeper is most likely running on the same computer as the main console
but that is not a requirement) and starting the Register ports at 10001 (they must match their counterparts in the Transearch_Data_Output.ini.
Please import the Filter (GC_POS1) for each register created in NUUO Main Console.

To configure Storekeeper to work with the POS simulator, in Storekeeper click on Configuration, then System Configuration and then match the settings
as seen on images (Storekeeper Aloha Configuration Step 1.png and Storekeeper...Step 2.png).

To use the TCP Simulator, just run it and then choose Open File and browse to one of the two databases mentioned above and then click Play.
The speed of the data can be modified by changing the value of Timer Speed (the value is in milliseconds) with 1000 being Real Time.

Storekeepers live display will let you know if it is receiving data from the simulator. The communications window will also let you know (if there are numbers
under the register name then Storekeeper is receiving data).
